Camp O’Neill is located in the beauti-
ful Qu’Appelle Valley near the east end of

Round Lake. The camp encompasses 22 acres of well-groomed
property with the green hills as a backdrop and the peaceful-
ness of the lake in the foreground.

The Camp is open from June-September and offers a Kidz
Camp, three Youth Camps and a Special Needs Camp. The first
is an overnight Kidz Camp for children aged 6-7 from July 1 at
10 a.m. until July 2 at 11 a.m.

Camp O’Neill is also available for rent for other family activ-
ities. It is a great facility for family reunions and anniversaries
and is wheelchair accessible. Organizations are also welcome
to use the facilities.

It offers 10 cabins with a swimming pool, and modern bath-
room and shower building. The H-hut consists of two halls, one
is for recreation and the other is a kitchen/mess hall. The
kitchen offers a large walk-in cooler. St. Luke’s Church is locat-
ed on the grounds and conducts Saturday evening mass at 5
p.m. July and August. The camp has electrical camping sites
under a well-treed canopy next to the lake. There are ball dia-
monds and fire pits.
