Abernethy lies near the western edge of
Highway 22, six km south of Highway 10
and about 30 km east of Fort Qu’Appelle.

The community of about 197 is known best for the
Motherwell Homestead National Historic Site two km south of
the village and also for the Agricultural Society Fair, one of the
oldest and most popular town fairs in the province. In 2010 the
fair will be celebrating its 103rd anniversary.

The village also has a serviced campground and several busi-
